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This is an attractively prepared publication
making its debut. With the local Dental School
already 30 years in existence, it is obviously one
of the natural sequence of events in dental
development. The contents would lead the
reader to speculate that this is no common
academic collection of articles devoted to the
proselyte, and it may be that an approach of

that nature can prove a boon to dentistry in
Singapore much more than a mere exposition
of knowledge and techniques can hope to
achieve. As a publication of a sister profession,
we extend to it our best wishes.
